Lure coursing is a sport that
involves dogs chasing a mechanically driven lure. The
course is setup to simulate a live chase. The distance
can often be up to 700 yards, through winding turns. The
dogs focus on the lure and with the call of 'tally-ho' off
they go. Speeds can reach up to 40 miles per hour to
accommodate the fastest of the sighthounds,
Greyhounds and Afghan Hounds. The speed can be
turned down to accommodate their smaller cousins,
Italian Greyhounds and every speed in between.

We will be offering 'fun days' for you to participate with
your dog, but in order to compete in an AKC Lure
Coursing Trial breeds are limited to AKC Registered or
(PAL/ILP) Sighthounds at least 1 year old.

It's great fun and exercise for the dogs and owners.
The coursing will be taking place in a fenced in area,
so no fear of your dog getting away, they can run till
their heart's delight. We welcome anyone who would
love to get involved.
